Parent code of conduct

For YAFL to be successful we need the full cooperation of our Parents. Therefore it is extremely important for you to agree and understand what is required. 
1. Please make sure your players can attend conditioning July 27th- July 29th.  This is extremely important!  Coaches will begin working with players as soon as conditioning is finished for positions and plays.  It is very difficult for players and coaches to essentially be left out to condition while coaches and players are working on plays.
2. Get kids to practice and games on time.
3. Prepare the Equipment. Helmets scrubbed and Uniforms are to be washed before all games. All equipment must be turned in completely cleaned.  Failure to return cleaned equipment on time may result in fines and payment required before your child can play the next year.
4. Support the Coaches. If you have issues please contact the Head Coach directly and they will be happy to discuss your concerns.   If you are upset about a situation, please give yourself and the coach 24 hours to calm down before discussing the concern.  Please avoid discussion of problems with other parents if you haven’t spoken with coaches first.  This only creates a negative atmosphere for everyone.
5. Accept Constructive Feedback. Occasionally we have  discipline or behavior issues with the kids. Please be willing to discuss this with the coaches and work to build teamwork on your child’s team.
6. Respect the Boundaries. Only 6 Coaches are allowed on the field during games per league rules. The coaches have taken time to develop a strategy for this season and any direction to the kids needs to be done by the coaches.  At no time are parents allowed on the field during a game.  This includes half time.
7. Appropriate Conduct.  This program is designed to be a positive, self-esteem building sports environment. We need our parent’s cooperation to conduct themselves in an acceptable manner. Please act appropriately during the season. Please do not use profanity or demean players on any team during the season. 
8. Volunteer your time.   Each team will host at least one field day per season.  Your participation to help on these days is mandatory for certain times during those field days.  This is REQUIRED by each family!  Remember the coaches volunteer many hours to our kids.  Let’s help them out by making field day easy.  Choosing not to participate will result in a reduction of playing time for your child for at least one game.
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
